1. New Admissions

A. International students with both parents who are foreign nationals
B. Must have completed (or must be expected to complete) at least 12 years of primary and secondary education at
foreign or domestic institutions.

- Maior in Photography and Visual Media

modeling sense. For that, to offer creativity, technique and
various skills that can only be obtained at the industrial site,
the Major provides combination of various theoretical and
practical lessons, and operates internship programs
cooperating with industry.

Major in Digital Cartoon and
Animation students will be able to work in the variety of
related industries after graduation such as production and
planning of 2D / 3D game and various media
correspondence animation, Character Design for Animation,
Game, Movie, Background Art, Special Effects, Character
Figure Production, independent animation creator, and APP
contents that is recently appearing. Major in Digital Cartoon
and Animation provides the combination of theoretical and
practical education. This major utilizes and operates
complex theories and basic theories of visual arts ranging
from paintings, visuals, to photographs. Based on this

- Maior in Arts and Cultural Managements

- Maior in Digital Contents
